Seven hundred of the best sons of the Motherland — members of the collective
farm did not return from the battlefields.

The
bombs hit military echelons and an ambulance train, and there were many dead
soldiers and civilians. All of them were buried in the mass grave on the territory
of the station. Later the remains were reburied and the monument was erected .
The soldiers who died during this bombing, including zampolit Kunitsyn, were
buried along the railway track. There were 12 of them in total.

In the history of the USSR and Russia we know thousands of children
who participated in the partisan struggle of the Great Patriotic war. Many of them
were later awarded orders and medals. However, the story of Musya Pinkenzon,
an 11-year-old violinist, stands out among of them. He did not kill anyone, did
not participate in guerrilla attacks. And he was not a scout. But he was a real hero.
Therefore, the monument to Musya Pinkenzon is one of the most important
symbols of Great Patriotic war.

The World War 2 reached our Krasnodar region in 1942. And on 9" of August
the German occupiers entered the village of Ust-Labinskaya. That time Family
Pinkenson hadn’t evacuated with other Jewish families. So that, on December 15"
the executions began. Groups of 30-40 people were taken to the area of the
collective farm "Krasny Forshtadt". A ditch was dug here, four meters deep and
ten meters long.
Musya Pinkenson became a people’s hero. We would like to show you the little
story of that boy.

Pupil 5: In the face of death, young Musya, who never parted with his violin even
in prison, asked an SS officer to play a final tune. The German officer thought
about it, and then allowed it, setting a condition that if the boy played in a way
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that he liked, he would live. The boy put his violin to his shoulder and suddenly,
instead of classical music, the sounds of the "International™ poured out. There was
a short queue. 370 civilians were shot with the Pinkenzon family.

9. Conclusion: (during the video):

Pupil 6: After the end of the Second World War, Abram Pinkenson became widely
known through articles in the Soviet press and radio. It was picked up not only in
many parts of the Soviet Union, but also in Europe and America. At the place of
the execution of the young violinist, an obelisk was erected. It was replaced by a
concrete monument in the late 1970s.

Venera Pavlenko and Klara Navalneva

In September 1942, a Soviet plane was shot down over Korenovsk. The wounded
pilots Nikolai Vakumov and Anatoliy Ivanov were able to hide in the reeds of the
river Beysuzhek. They needed medicine, food, and clothing. Schoolgirls from
Korenovsk Venera Pavlenko and Klara Navalneva found the pilots. They were
taking care of them for two weeks risking their lives. Venera and Clara were
captured by the Gestapo.

The girls were tortured, but they were silent. On September 28, 1942, Venera
Pavlenko and Klara Navalneva were shot. They were awarded the medal "For
bravery". After the liberation of the city, the rescued pilots came to thank Venera
and Clara, but they found out the terrible news about the death of those who saved
their lives.

There is a street in the city named after Venera Pavlenko. And our school is
named after Klara Navalneva.

The Memorial Complex in Korenovsk is established on a communal grave in the
central square of our city. It includes an eternal fire, a monument to the Soldier-
liberator and the Walk of Fame. The complex was opened in 1975. The right to
light the Eternal flame was granted to a participant in the war, a knight of three
Orders of Glory - Vladimir Ivanovich Amanov.

It is MIG-21 aircraft, established in honour of the pilots of the 298th fighter
regiment in 1987,

During the Great Patriotic war, the 298th fighter aviation regiment and the
Krasnodar pilot school were based at the airfield in the stanitsa of Korenovskaya.
In the Kuban sky in the spring of 1943, the largest air battle of the Great Patriotic
war took place.

In the square, opposite the secondary school Ne 3, there is a Monument to the
soldiers who died in the battle for the liberation of the stanitsa of Korenovskaya.
On August 2, 2019, a new monument appeared in Korenovsk-a Monument To

Young Prisoners.

More than 10 thousand former young prisoners live in Kuban. During the great
Patriotic war, there were 14 thousand concentration camps. They held about 20
million people. Looking at this monument we, young people of the 21 century,
don’t want any war to be again!

Novorossiysk was a key Black Sea port for the German’s 1942 offensive in

southern Russia.

But the Germans could not win Soviet defenders. They could not pass to the sea.
There were fierce fightings in this area.

Novorossiysk was named a Hero City on September 14, 1973
There are a lot of monuments to the Victory in Great Patriotic War in

Novorossiysk. It is a Monument to Liberators of Novorossiysk.

It is a Monument “Unconquered” - to the civilian population killed in Nazi
captivity. ITamstauk «HemokopeHHBIE» - MHPHOMY HACEICHHIO, MOrHOIIeMy B
(baImcTCKOM IUIeHY

It is the Malaya Zemlya Memorial. It honors an important battle of the Second
World War. It eventually paved the way to the liberation of Novorossiysk from
German occupation. On February 4, 1943, a small unit of Red Army marines
landed in Malaya Zemlya, or “Little Land”. They defended this area for 225 days
until the city was liberated on September 16, 1943.

The Malaya Zemlya Memorial was erected in 1982. One side features a 10-meter-
tall bronze sculpture of a group of marines. The opposite side features bas-relief
depictions of the battles.

Tuapse

This small southern city, spread out on the shores of the Black Sea, 75 years ago
became an impregnable fortress, about which hordes of fascist invaders broke.
About one hundred thousand Soviet soldiers were Killed at the approaches to it,
but it did not submit to the enemies.

Tuapse was conferred the status of “City of Military Glory” by President Vladimir
Putin on May 5, 2008, for “courage, endurance and mass heroism, exhibited by
defenders of the city in the struggle for the freedom and independence of the
Motherland”

If you walk through the city, you can see a lot of monuments to those who
defended it. In the park, where the stele "City of Military Glory" stands, there are
memorial signs in honor of the heroes, both fallen and survivors of the war.

Here is one of them - Stepan Vasilyevich Suvorov. He was jokingly called "Field
Marshal" because of his surname, and his middle name as well. Suvorov was
killed an unequal battle covering the retreat of our troops.

Anapa is a resort city on the Black Sea coast of our region. During the Great
Patriotic war there was heavy fighting for the access to the sea.Anapa is also
considered a city of partisan glory.

Now I’'m at the stele "City of Military Glory". On the 5-th of May , 2011, Anapa
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was conferred upon with the "City of Military Glory" title by President Dmitrii
Medvedev in honor of the successful resistance of its citizens during its German-
Romanian military occupation from 1942 to 1943, in which the city was totally
destroyed. Anapa was liberated on 21 September, 1943.

It is a Monument to Commander Dmitry Kalinin, mortally wounded, blew himself
and his enemies up with a grenade . His bravery also impressed the Germans —
they buried Kalinin with military honors.

Patriotic War”, as Russians call it). On this day celebrations and commemorative
events are held all over Russia, among which the huge parade on Red Square in
Maoscow is the most famous. Many are the symbols related to this celebration such
as St. George Ribbon and Veterans.

Undisputed protagonists of the celebration, Veterans are all those people who
served the Soviet Army to defend their homeland during the Great Patriotic War
and those who were awarded medals for services and sacrifices rendered to their

Country.
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St. George Ribbon is a broadly recognized military symbol in Russia, consists of
a black and orange pattern, with three black and two orange striped. It emerged as
part of the Order of St George, established in 1769 as the highest military
decoration of Imperial Russia. Nowadays they are worn by civilians on Victory
Day to display gratitude and respect to the Veterans and to pay tribute to those
who died for their Country during the Great Patriotic War.

During World War 11, Sochi became a hospital for the wounded at the Eastern
Front; about 500,000 soldiers convalesced in the 111 hospitals of Sochi during
that period. Katyusha rocket launchers were mass-produced in the city around
1942-1943 when the frontline was at times 25 km north from Krasnaya Polyana.
For its achievements during the war, the city was awarded the Order of the
Patriotic War in 1980.

In the spring of the 41st Sochi was one of
the most peaceful parts of the country. No
one had ever imagined that the resort city
could play any significant role in helping
the front. With the outbreak of war, its
appearance has changed enormously.
Residents were forced to reorganize the
work of sanatoriums in  medical
institutions as soon as possible. So Sochi
has become a city-hospital.

The first wounded started entering the
resort in August 1941. And by autumn, 51
hospitals were already working in the city,
and their capacity already then exceeded
all  imaginable and  unimaginable
calculated figures.

Not all buildings where the wounded were
rescued have survived to this day. Those
that have been preserved and fit into the
architectural appearance of the spa are now
decorated with special signs.

Villa"Vera" appeared in the central part of
the spa in 1910. The fate of this building
has become an integral part of the history
not only of Sochi, but also of the country
as a whole. This is one of the symbols of
Victory.

Villa "Vera" is one of the few well-
preserved pre-revolutionary buildings.
During the Great Patriotic War, one of the
largest maxillofacial hospitals was
deployed within these walls. Here the
strongest surgeons from all over the Soviet
Union performed their main feat - to bring
wounded soldiers back to life. And their
weapons were a scalpel and scissors.

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Many citizens do not even suspect that
once here - on the right bank of the river
Sochi - on the place of Tsvetnoy
Boulevard, Gagarin Street,
Krasnoarmeyskaya Street and nearby
airfield was located. Now it is difficult to
imagine that once upon a time there was
history in this place. It was here that Sochi
airfield was located, where the 9th
squadron was based during the Great
Patriotic War. From here pilots were
delivering cargo and ammunition to the
Caucasian passes for soldiers of the 20th
Infantry Division.

The feat of the soldiers of the 20th Rifle
Division remains invaluable for the whole
country. One of the residential streets of
the resort is named after them.

Soldiers under the command of
Turchinskiy disrupted the fascist plan to
seize our territory. The division was tasked
to cover the approach to the Main
Caucasian Range. In August 1942, the
division engaged in heavy fighting at the
passes. The soldiers had no weapons to
fight in the mountains, they had no
preparation for military operations in the
highlands. But after the successful
completion of the task - the defense of the
Caucasus passes - soldiers of the 20th
Mountain Division took part in the
liberation of the Krasnodar region from the
troops of Hitler's coalition. The selfless
devotion to the Motherland, courage and
heroism of our soldiers outweighed all the
advantages of the Nazis in this
mountainous war.

We have told you only about these corners
of Sochi, which keep military history,
about the Symbols of Victory of our city of
Sochi. In fact, the resort has much more of
them. In total, during the war, 18,707
people were mobilized and volunteered
from the Central and Khosta districts to the
front, 4,566 of them died.17 people from
Sochi became "Heroes of the Soviet
Union", 8 of them posthumously. Here are
just a few dry numbers that bear the
memory of what forces the Great Victory
was achieved.

He has achieved success on military service and played a big role in a
victory over fascist Germany.

Zhukov was born in ordinary country family. He graduated from school
with honors. He was a man with broad shoulders and strong-willed face. The
appearance reflects the character: brave, responsible, talented person.

Zhukov gave himself to the study of military science.

He was a talented army commander, he was always against an irresponsible
attitude to saving people.

In 1915 he was accepted in the ranks of cavalrymen. He has received the
first award in fight with Germans in 1916 when he captured the German officer.

In 1918 Zhukov came over to the side of Red Guards and was involved in
Civil war.

In 1923 he became the commander of a regiment.

In 1939 during the Soviet-Japanese military conflict Zhukov has been
awarded the rank of the Hero of the Soviet Union.

In 1940 he became the Red Army general.

During the Great Patriotic War he continued to hold high command
positions:

- the breaking of the Siege of Leningrad,

- fight on the Kursk arch,

- the offensive operation "Bagration",

- accepted capitulation of Germany,

- accepted the historic Victory Parade on Red Square in Moscow.

Georgy Konstantinovich Zhukov answered the question about what he
considers the main thing in a person’s life: "Awareness of the fulfilled duty".
